- Targeted Immumnity for carriers that participated in  anti-terrorism
surveillance programs
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The Rockefeller-Bond FISA legislation contains satisfactory langouape addressing all
these issues and we would fizlly support that measure should it reach thoe House floor
without sabstantial change. We believe these components will ensure 2 strong national
security apparatus ithat can thwart terrorism across the globe and save Aanerican lives
here in our country .
